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Thank you to all members who have renewed their membership for the 

coming year. We still have a few to come in so Iôll report on factual 

numbers in the August newsletter. I must comment on a recent post on 

our Facebook page where a member said (regarding five members whoôve publicly stated  

they will not be renewing) ñCrikey, I leave the country for one week and more members have dropped 

out than in past few years.ò This made me realise that in the past we haven't openly shared the 

membership space with you, so members are not aware of the general plusses and minuses of 

annual renewals. So here is a snapshot from our membership spreadsheeté.. 
 

Å At the end of the 2014/15 year we had 102 members and 87 renewed for the beginning of 

15/16, a loss of 15 members. 

Å At the end of 15/16 we had 114 members, a growth of 27 members, and 84 renewed for 

16/17, a loss of 30 members.  

Å At the end of the 16/17 year we had 107 members, a growth of 23 members, and 87 

                                             renewed for 17/18 a loss of 20. At the close of 17/18 we had grown back to 107 members,  

                                          a growth of 20. I suspect this year the number of non-renewals will be around the same. 
 

The largest loss of members in a renewal process was 43 from 2011/12 to 2012/13. Iôm not totally convinced of the 

veracity of our historical data but thatôs what the information shows. So we have always been a club of ups and downs. 
 

What is important to recognise is that this year we will lose three of our ñinauguralsò group who established the club. 

The reasons range from Ally Cunningham wanting to ride off-road more with her heart set on long adventure rides; 

Ian Armitage who has not been able to attend club rides as he would like but may reconsider in the future, and Dean 

Earle who only came out once this year but thanked members for their friendship and support over the years. Thanks to 

the three of you for your years of involvement with the TRC and being there at the beginning, and also to others whoôve 

chosen to move on at this time. Hope we see you all again in the future. 



committee, but I want to inform you of the outcomes of motions put that opposed the committeeôs previous  

decision and direction. Despite a call to arms for those who oppose the committeeôs decision to come along, it wasnôt 

as large a turn out as anticipated with only four more attendees than April and five more than for the May meeting. 
 

A motion was put, ñthat the Committee rescind the offer of Associates becoming Full members until the definitions of 

óownô and órideô can be decided through Constitutional change at an Annual General Meeting or a Special General 

Meeting.ò The motion was not carried by committee members five votes to two. Of the non-committee full members 

attending, four supported the motion while four opposed, and two abstained. Associate members of course could not 

participate L 
 

A second motion was put, ñthat at the next Annual General Meeting the Constitution should be changed to formally let 

Associates on to the Committee (but not the Executive) and give them a vote. Then, when they finish their term on the 

Committee, they revert to their Associate membership.ò The motion was not carried by committee members four votes 

to two with one abstention. Of the non-committee full members attending five supported the motion while two opposed, 

and two abstained. Associates members of course could not again participate in the vote. 
 

I urge those interested to read the minutes when they become available to get the context around these motions and 

decisions. Where the meeting left the committee was to proceed with the decision to interpret óride to include ride pillionô 

until this issue can be decided by the Constitution Review we already have in place, due to report at the 2019 AGM. 
 

As the meeting closed Gavin stated that although the discussions in the meeting were frank and robust, people carried 

themselves well and everyone was given a chance to speak. He said it was a good reflection on the Club that the 

issues could be discussed in a respectful manner.  

Pillion Riders Decision ï The June committee meeting had this as a 

major agenda item and the meeting ran for an exhausting 2 ½ hours. The 

minutes of the meeting will be available to members once ratified by the 



Lance gave the committee a really good go and took on the role of Ride Coordinator which meant responsibility  

for ensuring the Sunday rides went ahead. He was in charge as we started regularly providing a seasonal lunch and 

morning tea on the rides. Meanwhile the lovely Karen was active with catering at events like the RAT Rally, the 10th 

Anniversary breakfast and the Christmas show. So thanks to you both for putting your hands up to make us a better 

club. Cheers! 
 

Speaking of the committee, the AGM will be coming up in the coming months (date TBA) but itôs a good time for 

members to think about joining the committee. As youôve seen there is plenty going on and it really is a case of the 

more the merrier to turn the wheels of the club. Gavin (as Secretary) will soon call for nominations for people who want 

to join the committee and Iôm hopeful that most of the current group will stay on for another year. If youôd like a chat 

about what it involves please catch up with myself or any committee members in the coming weeks. 
 

As we roll into a new club year weôve had our first new members sign on and I think for the first time all new members 

for the month are women. Diana Kiaupa (member 270) joins to accompany partner Jono Townley on club rides as they 

return to riding together after a long while. Gillian Holtom (271) is already well known to us as regular pillion for partner 

John Banks, and Vicki Stanford (272) completes the trio joining husband David, a current committee member. Welcome 

to all of you and it will be great to see you more regularly as part of the club. Please say hi to them when you can. 
 

The previously announced October long weekend ride to the Riverland is currently being reconsidered after Craig is no 

longer available to lead the ride. Watch this space for developments but mainly get the dates of September 29th to 

October 1st in your diary now so you donôt miss out on another great weekend away. For new members it is ñtheò place 

to get to know others more than can be achieved on Club rides. 

At the June meeting Lance Field announced his retirement from the 

committee. After giving it a shot he decided committee work is not for him 

and he wants to return to what he loves best, riding with the club. 



Getting a Handle on Equity - At the June meeting two members asked what ñthis equity thingò is all about  

and in the hubbub of the meeting there was not an opportunity to respond appropriately. So I want to finish this  

month with this brief explanation. If you are OK with this concept then feel free to flick the page nowé.. 
 

The principle of equality has been enshrined in Australian law for years. Federal and State legislation clearly articulates 

that we cannot treat people unequally based on a range of factors including gender, race, religion, disability, sexuality, 

etc etc etcé.. As an incorporated body the TRC has responsibilities under this legislation that we must pay attention to. 

We know the responsibilities well as they have been part of our community since the 1970s and 1980s. In recent times 

social justice initiatives have defined equity as the means by which we can achieve equality, because equity recognises 

that not everyone starts from the same position. So what does this have to do with the TRC? 
 

Since our inception the full member and associate member divide has meant people are treated differently in the club. I 

learned recently that the main reason we originally set up associates in the club was to bring in more money when the 

establishing members numbers were low, so it wasnôt a deeply thought through concept in relation to the broader issue 

weôre talking about here. The inequity associate members have felt and continue to feel stems from these outdated 

club rules making it ok to treat people differently. Rules that are inconsistent with a modern club. 
 

So thatôs where the committee has been coming from in making changes to make us an equitable club. We want 

people to be treated respectfully and have access to all aspects of the club. So if a new husband and wife team joins 

the club then both can participate fully in the club, even when they start from a different position. Thatôs all it is about! 
 

At the June meeting a comment that generated a big reaction from some was when I stated that since the May 

committee meeting the TRC could claim to be an equitable club, and thatôs the first time in our history we could make 

that claim. I could confidently say this because factually we have never had the principles of equity and equality as part 

of the structures of our club. The words do not exist in our rules and we have no values statement that tells people  

what we think about in terms of treating people fairly.  



I made no comment about the past work that had gone on to encourage women to participate in the club.  

However that participation was not based on equity as many involved were still divided by the clubôs rules. 
 

So by changing the interpretation of one word in our rules we have been able to open up the choice of full 

membership to associate members who ride pillion on a Triumph. I am so pleased that five members have taken 

up this opportunity and now can participate fully in the club in an equitable manner. I hope more will take this 

opportunity in the future. 
 

So thatôs what this issue has all been about and our work now is to enshrine this in new rules that will be presented to 

all members at the 2019 AGM. Weôve still got a long way to go with this and those who oppose being an equitable club 

will no doubt continue to resist this change vociferously. But this is an argument worth having and I believe in the end 

we will prevail, as social clubs (even those who ride motorbikes) need to meet the community expectation for fairness 

and respect. 
 

In the meantime this well-publicised image to the right sums up what 

equity and equality is all about. 
 

Equality is about sameness, it promotes fairness and justice by giving 

everyone the same thing. But, it can only work if everyone starts from 

the same place. In the poster equality only works if everyone is the 

same height. 
 

Equity is about fairness, itôs about making sure people get access to 

the same opportunities. Sometimes our differences and/or history can 

create barriers to participation (like our rules), so we must first ensure 

equity before we can enjoy equality.
