Bonneville Friction Steering Damper — Report by Alan Treloar

What is a steering damper i basically it acts like a shock absorber, dampens steering vibrations and feedback \@&g'
from the road surface. Not all bikes need a steering damper, it depends on the design, steering angle rake, Y b
frame rigidity etc. With my particular Bonneville T100 | was getting the occasional wheel wobble leading to a tank =
slapper at higher speeds. Even after checking steering head bearings and a new tyre it still appeared when least
expected. Time for a steering damper and wanting to keep that classic bike look, | wanted a Friction type damper i
nearly all pre 1980 motorcycles had one.

After pondering if an old T120 or other (BSA) unit could be adapted | stumbled upon a guy in England, making new
units for later era bikes 7 sold. | purchased the 1st unit to be sold in Australia T all stainless steel construction T 20 mins
installation time, but mine was 40 mins (added beer drinking time)

Road Test Results - The unit can be adjusted anytime whilst riding where-as the modern hydraulic units i most cannot
be adjusted let alone whilst riding. Slow speed with minimal tension there is a slight stiffening in steering movement,
where you notice it more is at speed rounding bends where the road surface is bumpy and uneven the unit keeps the
bike in a straight line. Without the damper the bike would bounce and flex more 1 the damper stiffened up the steering
giving it better feel in corners and it does give you more confidence.

So in summary it wasnot a cheap
recommend one if you feel you need one T especially the
20007 2014 Bonneuvilles.

Left Turn Or Right Turn: Which Is Your Bad Side?

Pushing the bike down and away to steer might seem intuitved pr obabl y because it
normally correct, upright relationship to the planet and its gravitational force. But the more you try to remain
upright, the more lean angle is required to get through a turnd which lessens your control and increases the possibility
of a crash. Why struggle when you can counter this adverse effect by simply following the bike while you turn it? This
might even feel better to you and improve your confidence and control of the bike. There is also a good possibility that
this will open the door to conquering your directional fear, whichever form that may take.

Find a parking lot and do a quick side-to-side steering manoeuvre. Is the motion jerky, using brute force to stuff the bike
underneath you, instead of using efficient counter-steering technique to get the bike to smoothly change direction? You
may also notice a hitch or rigidness in your body as you approach what you consider maximum lean, or an
exaggerated movement at the hips, or some other attempt to keep the body upright. A general tenseness in the body is
common when a rider isndt comfortable on the bike.

Ask a friend to observe you turning and offer suggestions; even better, hire a good riding coach. | can assure you that
the bad side will be more obvious to your coach than to you.

Think carefully about your connection to the bike. Keep your upper body loose. Relax your shoulders, and drop your
elbows until your forearms are level with the tank. Sit back a few inches, move your head one helmet width toward the
inside, and point into the corner with your chin. Get comfortable in the fully crouched position; make yourself one with
the fuel tank. Practice correct cornering technique in a parking lot, led by proper counter-steering that uses palm
pressure, not muscle strength, to turn, reinforced with your body following the natural motion of the bike.

By the way, if you consider yourself in this unidirectional category of rider, count your blessings. Some riders have
